Today, exactly one week following the Feast of Feasts-The Resurrection of our Savior-The Church commemorates the encounter between the Risen Christ and the Apostle Thomas. Today is commonly known as St. Thomas Sunday. 





Some icons depicting this event are inscribed "The Doubting Thomas."  In Greek, the inscription reads, "The Touching of Thomas." The Slavonic inscription is, "The Belief of Thomas."  This is the one that perhaps best sums up what happened when,  “the doors being shut…”  our Risen Savior appeared to Thomas who before this encounter was a “doubting”  Thomas.





To doubt is part of our human condition. This is the way God created us. Our dogs and cats do not doubt. The spring flowers that are popping up in our gardens do not doubt.  Only humans doubt. Do not be troubled about your doubts.  We all have them. Do not be discouraged when doubts arise but like Thomas let these doubts lead you to a stronger faith and a belief in the Risen Savior. 





Then He said to Thomas, "Reach your finger here, and look at My hands; and reach your hand here, and put it into My side. Do not be unbelieving, but believing."  And Thomas answered and said to Him, "My Lord and my God!"  Jesus said to him, "Thomas, because you have seen Me, you have believed. Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed."





From these words of our Savior in today’s Holy Gospel we are truly blessed because we have not seen and yet have believed…for truly Christ is Risen!  God love you !
