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Today we commemorate the Holy Myrrh-bearing women Sts Mary Magdalene (July 22), Mary the wife of Clopas, Joanna (June 27), Salome, mother of the sons of Zebedee (August 3), Martha and Mary, sisters of Lazarus (June 4). Also St Joseph of Arimathea (July 31), and Nicodemus.





We could say that these women along with Joseph of Arimathea and Nicodemus were the friends of Jesus. A friend in need is a friend in deed.  While this old saying is often stated, a true friend,  in the language of the Gospel,  is described as,  having no greater love than to lay down his life for his friend.
