THE HOLY FATHERS OF THE FIRST SIX ECUMENICAL COUNCILS





The Church venerates the Holy Fathers of the Ecumenical Councils because Christ has established them as "lights upon the earth," guiding us to the true Faith. "Adorned with the robe of truth," the doctrine of the Fathers, based upon the preaching of the Apostles, has established one faith for the Church. The Ecumenical Councils, are the highest authority in the Church. Such Councils, guided by the grace of the Holy Spirit, and accepted by the Church, are infallible.





The First Ecumenical Council (Nicea I) was convened in the year 325 against the heresy of Arius, in the city of Nicea under St. Constantine the Great. �It repudiated the Arian Heresy and adopted the Nicene Creed


�The Second Ecumenical Council (Constantinople I) was convened in the year 381 against  the  heresy of  Macedonias, by the emperor Theodosius  the  Great.    It  restated the Nicene Creed in its present form.��The Third Ecumenical Council (Ephesus) was convened in the year 431 against the heresy of Nestorius, by the emperor Theodosius the Younger. It proclaimed the doctrine of the Theotokos.��The Fourth Ecumenical Council (Chalcedon) was convened in the year 451, against the Monophysite heresy, in the city of Chalcedon under the emperor Marcian. It delineated the two natures of Christ. ��The Fifth Ecumenical Council (Constnatinople II)  "Concerning the Three Chapters,"  was convened in the year 553, under the emperor Justinian the Great. 


It reaffirmed the decisions and doctrines of the previous councils. ��The Sixth Ecumenical Council (Constantinople III)  met during the years 680-681, to fight  the Monothelite heresy, under the emperor Constantine  Pogonatos.  It affirmed the Human and Divine wills of Christ.
