THE PARABLE OF THE VINEYARD





Today’s Gospel is the parable of the vineyard. It tells about the killing of the  owner of the vineyard’s  son. At first first glance we see in it the rejection  and death of The Son of God, our Savior Jesus Christ. But like all the parables it has an “up close and personal” meaning for those of us who hear it 2000 years after its first telling. What meaning can I cull from this parable  as it applies to my own life ?





This parable is addressed to each of us today in a personal way. The vineyard is our own soul. It is hedged around or fortified with prayer, the Sacraments of the Church, the angels and the saints. The wine-press is where we offer ourselves to Christ. The tower is our inner church where we pray to God and have communion with Him. We are tenants of our God-created souls. The servants sent to us are all those occasions when God speaks to us. He speaks to us in prayer, He speaks to us through the words of  the Holy Gospels and the Fathers of The Church.  He further speaks to us through every opportunity, every meeting and encounter with others and every event that comes into our lives. He speaks to us through the presence of His Church in the world and our participation in it. 





With all of these very personal occasions we are truly blessed to have these opportunities to meet the Son of God face to face. If we choose to reject these encounters it is as if we choose not to accept the Divine Son of God as our personal Savior. This is tantamount to killing the Divine Son for our own selfish ends. With God’s Divine Grace and our own strong efforts in the practice of our Orthodox Christian Faith  we not only will not “kill” the Divine Son but will rather embrace Him as our Lord and God.





Our prayer on this Sunday of the Vineyard could be the words of the bishop in the Hierarchical Divine Liturgy: 





“O Lord, Lord look down from heaven and see and bless this vineyard which Thy right hand has planted…”
