Today the Christian world celebrates the Great Feast of Pentecost. It was on this first Pentecost that The Holy Spirit came upon the Holy Apostles and transformed these fishermen  into  fishers of men  so that they might bring the world into Thy  net… 





We Orthodox celebrate this feast with great solemnity. Almost as part of the Pentecost Divine Liturgy we immediately begin the Great Vespers anticipating the next day. This is what Pentecost is all about-anticipation. We anticipate the Coming of The Holy Spirit into our own lives. This happened for us the first time at our Chrismation as Orthodox Christians. It happens over and over again during our lifetime as we take part in the Sacraments of the Church. It happens both within and outside the church structure when, in cooperation with the Grace of the Holy Spirit within even the most mundane situations,  we encounter  opportunities of Grace. 





During the vespers we pray the words of the so called three kneeling prayers:





In the first prayer we come in repentance to God as we ask for forgiveness of our sins. This is so very basic to Christianity being the first condition for our entry into the Kingdom of God. 





In the second prayer we ask The Holy Spirit to help us and especially to teach us how to pray. This in a sense becomes our road map through life.





In the third prayer we remember all those who have gone before us on their earthly journey. It is through such prayers,  e.g. the panachida that we are united with those who have gone before us. How beautiful ! How comforting ! As  Orthodox we remain united with those who have fallen asleep in the everlasting love of God.
