PALM SUNDAY TO RESURRECTION





Today the entire Christian world celebrates the great feast of the triumphal Entry of our Lord & Savior Jesus Christ into the holy city of Jerusalem. The sadness of Holy Week is preceded by the joy and hope of a triumphal Christ. Let us not loose sight of this joy and hope as we also go up to Jerusalem.  





On Wednesday evening the Orthodox  Church prepares us with the Sacrament of Holy Unction for the healing of our soul and body. Strengthened in soul and body we respond to our Savior’s request of His disciples:  “Could you not watch and pray with me….?”   On Thursday evening the Church retells the events of the passion and death of our Savior as we keep watch and pray at the Cross of our Savior during the reading of the 12 Passion Gospels. Pay attention to these divine words and also the words of the choir that follow each Gospel.  As the last seconds of our Savior’s life are proclaimed we bow our heads in hushed adoration as our Savior’s life is taken: “..for the life of the world…”





On Good Friday we participate in the Burial Service of our crucified Savior as the Plascenitsa is placed in the grave in the center of our church. Later in the evening we return to the church for the service of The Lamentations of the Holy Theotokos. We might say this is the first panachida.  It is the grief of a mother over loosing her only child. It is the grief of all Christians. 





On Saturday morning we take part in the watch at the grave in the center of our church. We listen to fifteen readings from the Old Testament. We hear about the Passover which for the Orthodox Christian is that pass-over from death to life. Just before the reading of the Holy Gospel we visually experience this pass-over


as the church passes-over from the dark somber purple to a radiant white as grace shines forth from the tomb. The Gospel announces the Resurrection and without yet verbally proclaiming the words, Christ is Risen!   we know He has.





May your participation in Holy Week and the Resurrection of our Savior be a source of strength, healing, hope and joy for God loves you for truly Christ is Risen!
